‘Melon seeds’, in Mandarin, is Gua Zi (JT\-T), with the pronunciation of Gua reminiscent that
of Wa (i#), a fond wording for infants, while Zi literally means sons (heir) or seeds. A
symbol of fertility, melon seeds are popular refreshment for wedding banquets among
Chinese, hinting blessing upon the newlyweds longing for arrivals of offspring. The ‘Melon
Seeds’ series features an array of fine earrings and pendants in 925 silver representing white

seeds; while the 18k rose gold edition is created to stand for red seeds.
